DEPRESS FN AND F7 UNTIL LAPTOP DESKTOP IS MIR-
RORED ON THE SCREEN (ALLOW 10 SECS. BETWEEN     
SELECTIONS). IF THE BLACK-COLORED PRESENTATION 
DIRECTOR WINDOW DISPLAYS, SELECT THE 1024x768 
SETTING. THE LAPTOP IMAGE SHOULD BE DISPLAYED ON 
THE SCREEN.

MAKE SURE THE LAPTOP IS TURNED ON AND HAS           
COMPLETELY FINISHED BOOTING UP.  

MAKE SURE THE PROJECTION SCREEN IS DOWN AND 
THERE ARE NO OBSTRUCTIONS. THEN LOCATE THE PRO-
JECTOR REMOTE AND DEPRESS THE POWER BUTTON.  A 
BLUE SCREEN WILL APPEAR WHEN IT IS READY FOR USE.

CHOOSE THE RGB/COMPUTER SOURCE FOR A            
LAPTOP,  VIDEO FOR DVD/VHS, OR IF THE REMOTE HAS 
A SOURCE BUTTON, DEPRESS UNTIL THE CORRECT 
SOURCE, EITHER RGB1/VGA1 OR VIDEO IS DISPLAYED.                                                                                       
(SKIP TO STEP “9” FOR DVD/VHS).

USE THE VGA CABLE TO CONNECT THE LAPTOP TO         
THE PROJECTOR.

CONNECT THE VGA CABLE TO THE MINI-DVI ADAPTER, 
THEN INSERT THE CABLE INTO THE MINI-DVI PORT ON   
THE MACBOOK. 

THE MACBOOK SHOULD AUTOMATICALLY RECOGNIZE THE 
THE PROJECTOR. IF NECESSARY, TOGGLE THE DISPLAY 
MODE BY DEPRESSING THE F7 KEY.

INSERT A DVD OR VHS TAPE INTO THE PLAYER AND           
DEPRESS DVD OR VHS FOR PLAYBACK.  SELECT VIDEO 
INPUT FOR THE PROJECTOR .

CONNECT THE MINI-AUDIO CABLE TO THE LAPTOP 
HEADPHONE PORT.  SET LAPTOP VOLUME TO MAXIMUM. 
SELECT LAPTOP SOURCE ON THE AUDIO AMPLIFIER AND 
ADJUST THE MASTER VOLUME.

LOCATE THE AUDIO AMPLIFIER AND SELECT THE SOURCE 
LABELED DVD/VHS. THEN ADJUST THE MASTER VOLUME 
ON THE AMPLIFIER.
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
